RenWeb/ParentsWeb for CCA

We are excited to announce the launch of our ParentsWeb thru our new, Internet-based school management software,
RenWeb. Enclosed are detailed instructions on how to access RenWeb for the first time*. This exciting new feature is part
of our transition to a “paperless” school to help us cut paper, copying, and ink costs as well as make communication more
reliable and effective for our families. This is a work in progress, so what you see now, when accessing ParentsWeb, will
look different than what you will see once your child is assigned to a specific teacher/class. Quite frankly, it won’t be too
exciting right now! However, once school begins, you will be able to view your child’s grades, attendance, homework,
and conduct, as well as other useful school information. Currently, you will be able to update your personal information
thru RenWeb, so please be sure to check your email address and ensure we have the correct one on file.

Same Staff, New Roles
